Head to Montaza Palace and its beautiful gardens. Stroll along the royal gardens and take in the scenic views.
then, Visit the modern Bibliotheca Alexandrina, a tribute to the ancient Library of Alexandria. Explore its
exhibitions, museums, and the stunning architecture.

Finally, you will visit Sidi Morsi Abu al-Abbas Mosque an beautiful mosque is located in the heart of
Alexandria's old city. You can explore its intricate architecture, observe local religious customs and
traditions.
